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o‘tﬁ}ands. located mid-way between Farran’s Point and Dickinson’s Landing
along Highway #2, was situated on the shores of the St. Lawrence River opposite
Croil Island. Woodlands may have been named because of the wooded shoreline
in the vicinity or because of the cordwood stacked at the dock and used as fuel for
steamships. During its existence, Woodlands boasted a post office, general stores
operated by the Fickes and Baker families, and two churches, St. Matthew’s
-Rresbyterian Church, built in 1858, (illustrated), and St. Peter’s Anglican Church.
John Fickes and son Harvey owned an apiary and the Frank Stillson and Cyril
Campbell families operated tourist lodges near Woodlands.

With the Long Sault Rapids close by,
Emest and Elena Campbell's “Camp-Belle
Cottages” and confectionery were
well-known tourist establishments at
Woedlands. At nearby Santa Cruz, Bob
Lamb, Fred Ransom, and Mrs. Cory.
Markell operated similar tourist
